Useful Apps for your Ipad: 





Avakid  - allows you to make the boy/girl look like your child and change the name on their top to your child’s name. The child then talks them through the toilet routine while showing them what to do.  Note: this is an American app so the toilet language is not ideal eg. they use the word ‘potty’ for toilet


Toilet Boy - this is a simple app showing a boy going to the toilet and talking through the process.
